THE SEASON OF ADVENT   
The word "advent," means "coming" or "arrival." The season 

of Advent is focused on the coming of Jesus as Messiah 

(Christ or King). Our worship, scripture readings, and       

prayers not only prepare us spiritually for Christmas          

(his first coming), but also for his eventual second coming.                                   

This is why the Scripture readings during Advent include both Old Testament  

passages related to the expected Messiah, and New Testament passages         

concerning Jesus' second coming as judge of all people.                                                                                                         

The Advent wreath symbolically depicts the growing expectation we have for the 

coming of Christ, the light of the world.  The purple candles represent penance 

and longing, the rose candle represents joy, and the white candle, the incarnation 

of Christ.  The evergreens are a symbol of eternal life. These things remind us all 

to walk in the light of the Lord.
